Cite causes and consequences of the Russian Revolution.

Describe the League of Nations and the mandate system.

Examine events related to the rise, aggression, and human costs of dictatorial regimes in the Soviet Union, Germany, Italy, and Japan, and Identify their major leaders, i.e., Stalin, Hitler, Mussolini, Hirohito, and Tojo.

Explain economic and political causes, describe major events, and identify leaders of the war, with emphasis on Roosevelt, Truman, Eisenhower, MacArthur, Marshall, Churchill, Stalin, and Hitler.

Examine the Holocaust and other examples of genocide in the twentieth century.

Explain the terms of the peace, the war crimes trials, the division of Europe, plans to rebuild Germany and Japan, and the creation of international cooperative organizations and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948).
